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13.01 First Amendment. (Access to Unimproved Lots)

STATE OF SOUTH CAROLINA ) FIRST AMENDMENT TO DECLARATION OF
) COVENANTS, CONDITIONS, AND RESTRICTIONS FOR
COUNTY OF BEAUFORT ) WEXFORD PLANTATION

WHEREAS, as of the date hereof, The Hilton Head Company Inc., is the owner of all
such Lots, Dwellings, and Multi-Family Areas;

WHEREAS, The Hilton Head Company Inc., as Declarant under the Declaration and
Owner of all such Lots, Dwellings, and Multi-Family Areas, desire to amend the Declaration so
as to reserve through the Declaration additional easement rights over Lots, Dwellings, and Multi-
Family Areas contiguous to bodies of water located within Wexford Plantation.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Hilton Head Company Inc., a Delaware corporation, as
Declarant to the Declaration and as Owner of all Lots, Dwellings, and Multi-Family Areas
located within Wexford Plantation, hereby amends the Declaration as follows:

1. The second sentence of Section 3.12 is hereby deleted in its entirety, and the following
sentence is substituted in lieu thereof:

“Furthermore it is hereby reserved for the benefit of the Declarant, the
Association, and their respective agents, employees, successors, and assigns, an
alienable, transferable, and perpetual right and easement, but not the obligation, to
enter upon any unimproved portions of Lots, Dwellings, or Multi-Family Areas
which are located within thirty (30) feet from the water's edge of any lagoon,
marina, pond, or other body of water within the Development for the purpose of
(1) mowing such area and keeping the same clear and free from unsightly growth
and trash, (i1) maintaining such bodies of water, such maintenance to include,
without limitation, dredging and the maintenance of reasonable water quality
standards, and (iii) installing, constructing, repairing, replacing, and maintaining
docks, wharves, bulkheads, boat slips, and boat houses provided that the
foregoing reservation of easements should not be deemed to and shall not in any
way limit the responsibility of Owners and Multi-Family Associations under
Section 5.01 hereof.”

2. All other covenants, conditions, and restrictions as contained in the Declaration shall
remain in full force and effect as if never amended.
