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Wexford Pool and Playground Policies and Procedures 

 

1. Pool 
The pool facilities are for the exclusive enjoyment of Wexford Plantation (“Wexford”) members 
and their guests.  

1.1    Hours 
• The pool is open between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m.  Please exit the pool 

during cleaning or maintenance.   
• Adult Swim is observed Monday through Friday, from Memorial Day to Labor Day 

during the 5:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. hour.   
• The pool is open when it is deemed comfortable to swim.   
• The pool heaters will operate from early spring until late fall.   

1.2    Wexford Pool Rules, 
• At all times, it is required that there be at least one adult chaperone present for every five 

(5) children under the age of thirteen (13).   
• Everyone using the pool is required to sign the pool sign-in book at the Gazebo.     
• Individual entertainment devices shall require personal listening equipment (i.e. 

earphones) so as to not disturb one’s neighbor.   
• In the event the lightning detector goes off, all swimmers must vacate the pool area.   
• Infants must wear a waterproof swim diaper in the pool.   

1.3    Department of Health and Environmental Control (DHEC) Rules 
• Swimming is at your own risk.  The pool is not supervised by a lifeguard.  No solo 

swimming.   
• Diving, running, pushing, boisterous or rough play, yelling and throwing of objects in the 

pool area is prohibited.   
• Persons under the influence of alcohol or drugs may not use the pool.   
• No spitting or blowing nose in the pool.   
• Persons with diarrheal illness or nausea should not enter the pool.    
• Persons with skin, eye, ear, or respiratory infection or having communicable disease, may 

not use the pool.   
• Persons with open lesions or wounds should not enter the pool. 
• No animals or pets allowed in the pool or on the pool deck.   
• Glass containers of any kind are not permitted in the pool area.   
• Children under thirteen (13) must be accompanied and supervised by an adult.   
• Swimmers should shower before entering the pool.   
• Maximum pool capacity is fifty (50) persons.   
• A first aid kit is located at the pool house restroom area.  
• An emergency phone is located at the Gazebo.   
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1.4    Food and Beverage and Events 
• Food and beverage may be ordered “to go” from the Clubhouse via the telephone located 

at the Gazebo.  Clubhouse staff will deliver orders to the pool.   
• To schedule an event at the pool for ten (10) or more people, arrangements must be made 

with the Food and Beverage Department. Such events shall not be held on weekends and 
must be booked subject to availability.   

• Outside catering is prohibited for events and all food and beverages must be provided by 
Wexford.   

• A ratio of one (1) adult chaperone for every five (5) children must be provided for parties 
of ten (10) children or more.   

 

2. Playground Rules 
There are no written rules concerning the playground at this time.
